Followings are preferable to build your MiD44:

- an antenna holder mountable with a M3 screw
- an low height servo, a small receiver, and a small ESC are recommended.
The space for RC equipments of MiD44 are relatively small.
- plenty of time to enable careful assembly and some inspiration to realize nice-looking wirings.

The assembly will need some small modifications,
but the job can be done with a cutter knife.

- The front and rear shock towers shown on the pictures are proto-
types. They are not included on the MiD44 Conversion Kit.
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The chasses plates of MiD44 is made from high quality carbon
fiber plates.

To derive the quality fully, please finish the cutting surfaces of
the plates carefully.

It's may be needless to explain for off-road addicts who think to
purchase MiD44 and actually do so, as you,

that finishing the cutting surfaces means filing them with
sandpapers and then filling them with instant glue.

As the final step, polish the surface until it looks mirror-shiny
make your MiD44 SUPER COOOOL!

However, you should do it in moderation for your precious
sleeping hours...

Please disassemble your B44 as shown in the picture.

Be careful to store the screws.

They are used when you assemble MiD44.

If you intend to build your MiD44 with an unassembled B44 kit,
we recommend you to build and drive B44 first.

This will impress you the driving quality of MiD44 stronger, and

hence you will enjoy your MiD44 more.
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Swap the front- and the rear- center drive shafts (CVD).
Please threadlock the set screws of the CVDs to prevent
they loosen. we also recommend to fix the C-rings over the
pins with threadlock or rubber adhesive.
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The servo is mounted a few millimeters inner side (near
center) than B44.

This is to reduce the chassis rolls and to laten the roll speed
and the timing.

Some servos will contact its ear to the center shaft.

Please do trial assembly to check if it's the case or not.
When your servo ear contact to the center shaft, please cut
the ear as the picture shows.

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The mountings of the RC equipments are better to be done
before the upper decks are assembled. It allows you easier
operations. The operation will need some "twists" because of
the relatively small space.

We recommend to use a small servo, receiver, and ESC, if
possible. Some examples of mounting RC equipments are
shown in the pictures.You should be careful to decide the
receiver position to prevent radio disturbances.

When you feel difficulties on this operation, it may be better for
you to have a cup of coffee

or retry on another day.

You may come up with a good "twist."
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By the same steps to build a B44, now you finish to assemble
your own MiD44.

An AE standard B44 body and a J-Concept High-Flow body for
B44 are mountable without modifications.

The only point you should be aware is that the antenna
position is changed. Of course, Team AZARASHI AZ-0015
Tateego body is mountable. For the cutting line, please see the
cutting line examples for B44 on our website.

Please trim the under tray to fit to the chassis. The pictures
are for your reference.
