Tyres Front - Proline scrubs M3 ^ forward. Rear - Proline Holeshot 2.0 M3 with standard inserts
Conditions -  dry clay track medium grip, swept, bumpy and abrasive. Flowing outdoor  track 26-27 second lap times
Battery placement

I had 2 5mm spacers to centre the battery and a 10mm spacer to have it front or back. The car was very responsive to the battery placement with my preferred location in the middle to get the best balance between grip/rotation (back) and steering (forward). I will actually make a 3mm and 7mm set as I think the ultimate will be a little more towards the rear without it being all the way back.
Shocks

Starting point with #3 Soft spring.
F 30 white piston 1mm internal limiter. R 27.5 white no limiter. 

Slow to react and slow around the turns very stable no corner speed.

1st change – F 25 black piston 1mm internal limiter. R 25 white no limiter.

Better through the bumps, more grip and corner speed pushed a little on exit front took over a little unstable on braking

2nd change F 27.5 white 1mm internal. R white 25 no limiter
Car just better balanced overall especially braking and jumped more consistently. Tried black front piston changed direction quicker, pushed more on exit just felt slower through corners.
(I will test this further when I have a timing system, this test was done without timing)

Rear ball stud – In middle hole on hub and inside top on the bulkhead (Ubrace).
Started with 2mm changed to 1mm
1mm more stable into the corner and through the corner made the car more flowing overall and especially helped power through the bumpy parts where the car often traction rolled on the sharp/harsh ruts. 

Body
I tried the standard body as a comparison.

The cab forward has far better reaction speed, better steering in high speed sections and keeps the car balanced when jumping.

The standard body was certainly slower overall except when the dust came up and the cab forward became a little unstable. If I was driving in low traction conditions I’d certainly use the standard body and cab forward in all other conditions.
