Charlerdinges notes

· Tire wear is more than with Minipin: 6 good runs (6 min, not whole packs), than 6 more practice runs

· Mini spikes seem to prefer more camber than minipins

· In front B-low was great on new tires but made it sketchy after about 3 runs

· Front tires dremeld with x-pattern inside (variation on Q-cut) were more grippy at full lock than normally dremeld tires

· Rearshock limiting 2 -> 4, better balance with front and rear transitions in corners

· Snee inserts in rear feel faster, but tire wear is lots higher due to deforming tires

· Schumacher Minispike bleu, feel very sketchy in early runs. But when the track has settled, it gives more reaction than yellow. The other option of using yellow with less rear weight has similar results but less predicable.

· Use rear wing with small or no gurney due to unplanned wheelies ;-)

· Test: 

· lower antisquad block

· red piston in front + black piston and / or 35 wt front

· heavier slipperweight

· 1-I rear shock position
